The Second Consortium Advisory Committee (CAC) Meeting of the NAIP subproject
(C4/C30015) “Genetic basis of inferior sperm quality and fertility of crossbred bulls” under
NAIP (Comp-4) was held on 3" May, 2010 at 11.00 AM in the Committee Room of PDC,
Meerut.

At the outset, Dr. G K Gaur welcomed Chairman of CAC and other delegates. He informed the
house regarding various research projects being executed at the Directorate.

Prof. A. K. Misra, Director, PDC, Meerut briefed about the crossbreeding program of Indian
cattle and problems being faced in crossbred bulls regarding poor semen quality.

Dr. Indrajit Ganguly, CPI, presented brief progress report of the project including objectives,
work allocation, financial outlay and technical progress in respect of lead center PDC, Meerut
and Cooperating centre IVRI, Izatnagar. Dr. T K Mohanty presented the progress of NDRI,
Karnal centre in detail.

The Chairman, CAC expressed his concern over the progress made thus far. Dr. Indrajit Ganguly
explained that along with certain minor problems concerning release of fund and procurement of
instruments, outbreak of FMD in the Vrindabani bulls at IVRI and in Frieswal bulls at PDC was
a major set back in the progress; and he assured that the deficiency will be compensated during
the next programme year. CAC discussed the project in detail and recommended the following
points to be taken up for the lead and co-operating centers:

e All three centers will follow uniform standard protocols of various techniques that are
being used for the present investigations.

e CAC recommended that semen parameters henceforth should be presented as Mean+
SEM along with number of observations to make it scientifically meaningful.

e Since the IVF aspect of the project, which was proposed to be conducted by Dr. S K Das,
Senior Scientist, NDRI, Kalyani Centre, had been dropped out in the sanctioned project,
CAC recommended that participation of Dr. Das might be excluded from the ongoing
project.

e CAC strongly recommended that each Co-operating centre should submit 5-6 ppt slides
along with their detail write-up to CPI at least 10 days before the CIC/CAC meeting or
annual workshops.

e CAC also recommended that bulls for the objective 3 should be categorized considering
their initial progressive motility of semen and conception rate.

¢ Chairman CAC desired that all CCPIs must henceforth be available in all the meetings.

e On the issue of exchange of biological samples among all centers, the CAC
recommended that all centers should stick to their own breed/gramplasm.

The meeting ended with the vote of thanks to the chair.
